 Shipments Report Definitions

Report all shipments to customers except other The Vision Council Lens Processing Technology Division members.
Units Shipped
Equipment shipped to non-members of The Vision Council’s Lens Processing Technology Division, less returns to inventory.
Edger
A lens edging device which uses digital data representing the lens opening of the eyeglass frame to control the finished shape of the lens edge. This device may or may not be equipped to accept mechanical patterns as an alternative to digital data. Please report shipments of patternless edgers, industrial edgers and automated edgers. Do NOT report shipments of “pattern” edgers. 

Finish Blocker
A device for aligning and joining an ophthalmic lens and an adhesive block to prepare the lens for mounting in an edging device.

Frame Tracer
A device which measures an eyeglass frame, lens or pattern and produces digital data representing the corresponding lens opening of the eyeglass frame.

Combined Functionality
A lens finishing product that includes in a single unit more than one of the above named functions. The product category for these combination machines is determined as follows:

1. If a single machine includes a patternless edger along with pattern, blocking or tracing functionality, it is reported as an Edger.

2. If a single machine includes a pattern-type edger along with blocking or tracing functionality, it is reported as a Frame Tracer.

3. If a single machine does not include any edger but does include a frame tracer along with blocking or other functionality, it is reported as a Frame Tracer.

4. If a single machine does not include either any edger or tracer but does include a finish blocker with or without other functionality, it is reported as a Finish Blocker.

Pre-Owned Equipment    A lens finishing product that was previously owned by another entity and is re-sold by a 

manufacturer to a customer. Sales of used or rebuilt equipment should be included in this 

category regardless of the original manufacturer that sold the equipment. 

Channel Definitions:

Independent Retail
A lens finishing product that was previously owned by another entity and is re-sold by a 

ECP 

manufacturer to a customer. Sales of used or rebuilt equipment should be included in this 

category regardless of the original manufacturer that sold the equipment. 

Retail (Point of Sale) 
An optical location that is part of a national or regional set of optical stores which sells Chain 
lens products at the same location where they are finished on-site (i.e. Cohen’s Fashion 

Optical, Allegany Optical, etc…)
Centralized Facility
A laboratory facility (which can either be a wholesale independent lab or a retail-laboratory serving a single customer) that processes lenses to be sold off-site at a retail location (Example: Wal-Mart, Essilor Laboratories of America, Balester Optical, Pinnacle Optical, etc...).
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
